Transplant Donor Information
1. Contact Tina Stanley at the University of Cincinnati Medical Center by calling 866-268-4265. You will encounter a phone tree. Listen through the message as this is a general line that will give you options. Choose pre-transplant, transplant coordinator, Tina Stanley.  You will probably get a voicemail. Just give her my name, Denile Hill, and tell her that you want to be tested as a potential donor. Tina will get your address and basic info and send a blood test kit to YOUR ADDRESS.

2. When you receive this blood test kit, you should call your doctor to ask if they can work you in to draw blood. Most physicians are not familiar with this process so you will have to walk them through it. Here is the important info to know:

A. The billing information/insurance info for your doctor or lab is included in the package. Please provide this info to your doctor or lab.

B. YOUR INSURANCE WILL NOT BE BILLED. ALL COSTS ARE BILLED TO DENILE’S INSURANCE.

C. There will be a letter with your package. Read the directions carefully and call Tina Stanley at UC with any questions, really she doesn’t mind.
D. ALL RETURN SHIPPING PACKAGING AND LABELS ARE INCLUDED IN YOUR PACKAGE. All your doctor or lab need to do is draw the blood and put it in this provided packaging. Your doctor or lab will then send it with their regular pick-up or call FED EX to let them know they have a pick-up. There is no charge to you, your doctor, or your lab.

E. There are specific days that you will need to have your blood drawn on because the testing at UC only happens on certain days. Please refer to the letter you receive in the package as it will outline these days (usually Tuesdays & Thursdays).

F. YOU WILL USE YOUR OWN DOCTOR OR LAB. NO TRAVEL IS INVOLVED FOR INITIAL TESTING. In fact, most of the pre-transplant workup can be done by your physician. Eventually you would travel to Cincinnati, but not until you had been approved as a donor.

3. Thank you for even considering this gift. Please read the other document on our website to learn about being a donor.

4. Denile’s parents, daughter, and husband have all been tested along with many family and friends. Please feel free to contact any of these folks if you have questions about this process as they have first hand experience.
